Bethlehem Catholic’s fine
team was honored with three
positions on the 33-player
squad, us was Parkland, Upper
St. Clair, like New Castle g
WPIAL power, placed two on
the All-Star team.

The All-State team was se-
lected on the basis of recom-
mendations from sports
wrilers, broadcusters and tele-
casters und college coaches and
recruiters. Most of the three of-
lensive and defensive units are
highly-sought college
prospects.

New Castle placed guard Bill
Hemming on the first offensive
leam, and tackle Mark Latsko
and linebacker Bruce Clarke on
the first delensive unit. Park-
lind choices were  offensive
tuckle Ricky Bott on the first
leam, venter Bert Doward de-
lensive tackle Denny Gerharl
on the second. Bethlehem
Catholic got running back Mike
Guman on the first unit, line-
backer Mike Brown on the sec-
ond defensive tenm, and Gu-

man as a third team defensive
back. Upper St. Clair placed
center Mike Kramer on the
lirst team and defensive tackle
Kurt Breckbill on the third
Leam.

He ran for 800 yards, caught
I passes for 100, returned
punts and kickolfs for 500, kick-
ed field goals and extra points,
completed 10 haliback passes,
scored 70 points, and also
playved All-State defense.

He gained 1,250 yards and
